· Medicare Vaccine Administration Fee Schedule: Medicare annually publishes a vaccine administration fee schedule which is geographically adjusted.
The Medicare vaccine administration fee schedule is considered one of the most accurate estimates of the cost of providing vaccinations.  Practices should use it as a reference when they negotiate new contracts with payers.

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IMPORTANT POINTS TO INSIST ON REGARDING INSURANCE REIMBURSEMENT FOR VACCINATION

Insurance companies often will consider adjusting their reimbursement rates if providers can demonstrate with data that the cost of providing services like vaccinations exceeds their reimbursement for the service.

Reimbursement for Vaccine Administration

Before appealing to or negotiating with insurance companies regarding reimbursement rates for administering vaccinations (vaccine administration fees), it is advisable to:


· Try to determine the actual costs associated with providing vaccinations in your practice (including associated fixed non-personnel costs as well as the proportions of salary and benefit costs for non-clinical and clinical staff involved in vaccination-related work).  The American Academy of Pediatrics has a tool that can be used for this purpose: http://www.aap.org/immunization/pediatricians/pdf/Vacc_survival_insert.pdf

· Check the Medicare vaccine administration fee schedule.  This geographically-adjusted fee schedule is revised by CMS annually and is a good estimate of the actual costs of providing vaccinations in various geographic areas.  Practices should lobby insurers to pay vaccine administration fees that at least match those on the Medicare fee schedule: See 2009 Medicare Vaccine Admin Rates.pdf

Reimbursement for Vaccine Purchase


You can question the reimbursement rates that are set by insurers for vaccine purchase.  Before doing so, determine if you are getting the best prices and terms for the vaccines that your practice purchases (see the links in this tool kit for group purchasing and manufacturer discounts).

Insurance companies often determine how much they will reimburse for practices’ vaccine purchase costs on the basis of the Average Wholesale Price as determined by the vaccine manufacturers.  Practices should check the CDC Vaccine Price list at:

Insurance Contract Provisions

Practices should make sure that their contracts with insurers include provisions for:


· Timely payment for vaccinations that are provided


· Adequate vaccine administration fees for the first vaccination and each subsequent vaccination provided at a visit 


· Payment of a vaccine administration fee for each vaccination provided


· Regularly revised reimbursement rates for vaccine purchase based on changes in vaccine purchase prices


· Payment for vaccines newly recommended by the ACIP (as reported on the ACIP web site)

In addition, practices individually, through IPAs that they participate in, and through specialty societies should lobby insurers to pay an enhanced fee for providing physician counseling for immunizations for children ages 7 and under (CPT codes 90465 and 90466).  These codes are generally not currently being reimbursed at enhanced rates as intended.
